Learners will explain how identity online can
be copied, modified or altered. They will
learn that there are some people online who
wish to cause harm to others.

Learners start to create vector drawings. They
learn how to use different drawing tools to
help them create images. Learners recognise
that images in vector drawings are created
using shapes and lines, and each individual
element in the drawing is called an object.
Learners layer their objects and begin
grouping and duplicating them to support the
creation of more complex pieces of work.
Learners will learn how to create short videos
by working in pairs or groups. As they
progress through this unit, they will be
exposed to topic-based language and develop
the skills of capturing, editing, and
manipulating video. Learners are guided with
step-by-step support to take their idea from
conception to completion.

Learners will use physical computing to
explore the concept of selection in
programming through the use of the
Crumble programming environment.
Learners will be introduced to a
microcontroller (Crumble controller) and
learn how to connect and program it to
control components (including output
devices — LEDs and motors). Learners will
be introduced to conditions as a means of
controlling the flow of actions in a program.
Learners will make use of their knowledge of
repetition and conditions when introduced to
the concept of selection (through the
'if...then..." structure) and write algorithms
and programs that utilise this concept.
Learners represent this understanding in
algorithms, and then by constructing
programs in the Scratch programming
environment.

They will identify the effects of air resistance
and how it acts between moving surfaces.
They will recognise that some mechanisms,
including levers, pulleys and gears, allow a
smaller force to have a greater effect. They
will identify the effects of air resistance,
water resistance and friction, that act
between moving surfaces.

In this unit children will compare and group
together everyday materials on the basis of
their properties, including their hardness,
transparency, conductivity (electrical and
thermal), and response to magnets.

They will give reasons, based on evidence
from comparative and fair tests, for the
practical uses of everyday materials, including
metals, wood and plastic.

In this unit children will describe the life
process of reproduction in some plants and
animals. They will describe the differences in
the life cycles of a mammal, an amphibian
and a bird.

In this unit children will describe the Sun,
Earth and Moon as approximately spherical
bodies. They will describe the movement of
the Earth, and other planets, relative to the
Sun in the solar system. They will describe
the movement of the Moon relative to the
Earth and use the idea of the Earth’s rotation
to explain day and night and the apparent
movement of the sun across the sky.

In this unit children will compare and group
together everyday materials on the basis of
their properties, including their solubility and
response to magnets. They will know that
some materials will dissolve in liquid to form a
solution. They will use knowledge of solids,
liquids and gases to decide how mixtures
might be separated, including through filtering,
sieving and evaporating.

They will demonstrate that dissolving, mixing
and changes of state are reversible changes.

In this unit children will describe the
changes as humans develop to old age.
They will learn about gestation periods for
animals and explore foetal development.
They will learn about what happens to our
bodies as we get older, including puberty
and growth.

They will also
give examples of ways in which beliefs about
resurrection/judgement/ heaven/ karma/
reincarnation make a difference to how
someone lives.

In this unit of work children will explain
connections between biblical texts and the
concept of the Kingdom of God. They will
consider different possible meanings for the
biblical texts studied and show awareness of
different interpretations. They will make clear
connections between belief in the Kingdom of
God and how Christians put their beliefs into
practice. They will also relate the Christian
‘Kingdom of God’ model to issues, problems
and opportunities in the world today.

In this unit of work children will explain
some ways beliefs are shown in creative
expression. They will give examples of the
impact of beliefs on art, architecture and
music.




Science

In this unit children will use recognised
symbols when representing a simple circuit in
a diagram. They will compare and give
reasons for variations in how components
function, including the brightness of bulbs,
the loudness of buzzers and the on/off
position of switches. They will associate
brightness of a lamp or the volume of a
buzzer with the number and voltage of cells
used in the circuit. Children will use
recognised symbols when representing a
simple circuit in a diagram.

In this unit children will describe how living
things are classified into broad groups
according to common observable
characteristics and based on similarities and
differences, including micro-organisms, plants
and animals. They will give reasons for
classifying plants and animals based on
specific characteristics.

In this unit children will recognise that living
things produce offspring of the same kind,
but normally offspring vary and are not
identical to their parents. They will recognise
that living things have changed over time.
They will identify how animals and plants
are adapted to suit their environment in
different ways and that adaption may lead
to evolution. They will recognise that living
things have changed over time and that
fossils provide information about living
things that inhabited the earth millions of
years ago.

In this unit children will recognise that light
appears to travel in straight lines. They will
use the idea that light travels in straight lines
to explain that objects are seen because they
give out or reflect light into the eye. They will
explain that we see things because light
travels from light sources to our eyes or from
light sources to objects and then to our eyes.
They will use the idea that light travels in
straight lines to explain why shadows have
the same shape as the objects that cast
them.

In this unit children will identify and name
the main parts of the human circulatory
system, and describe the functions of the
heart, blood vessels and blood. They will
describe ways in which nutrients and water
are transported within animals, including
humans. They will recognise the impact of
diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way
their bodies function.
